PPP Tracking 

The PPP loan program has been frustrating for many businesses, but as of early June, 2020 that 
frustration has been slightly alleviated through the following steps: 

• There are now 24 weeks to spend funds, up from eight weeks. 
• Only 60% of the loan must be spent on payroll, down from 75%. 
• The deadline to rehire workers now ends on Dec. 31 instead of June 30. 
• Employer payroll tax payments do not have to be made through the end of 2020. 
• Rehire requirements have been eased, allowing businesses to still receive loan forgiveness on 

payroll amounts if any of the following applies: 
o They are unable to rehire an individual who was an employee of the eligible recipient on 

or before February 15, 2020. 
o They able to demonstrate an inability to hire similarly qualified employees on or before 

December 31, 2020. 
o They are able to demonstrate an inability to return to the same level of business activity 

as they were operating at prior to February 15, 2020. 
• The payback period for new loan applicants has been extended from two years to a minimum 

of five for those who are ineligible for, or not seeking, forgiveness. 

If you would still like to apply, contact your local bank ASAP. 

For those of you that have received a PPP loan, you’ll want to track your expenses for maximum 
forgiveness.

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Unemployment Information: Not only can laid off employees apply, but so can self-employed business 
owners. You can apply online and as of now it should go through without an issue, however if it isn’t 
working or it shows you as denied, call, call again! They are experience a HUGE number of calls so 
getting through can be tricky, but don’t give up. They will also back pay, if you aren’t able to get it 
handled the first week you try to apply.  Persistence will be important as these programs sort 
themselves out.
